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Harvest young or fully matured stalks depend-

seeds 2.5 cm apart in furrows. Spacing between
rows should be about 40 cm. Cover the seeds
with soil and water.
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The container or pot should have enough space
for the root and drainage holes to allow excess
water to drain. The soil should have a proper
drainage capacity. Commercial potting soils are
well suited for this purpose.
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Water when the soil surface becomes dry to the
touch. Give more water during hot and sunny
days. Keep watering until you see water draining
from the bottom. For fertilization, use liquid
fertilizers available in the market.
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When the seedlings are about 7 cm tall, trim the
plants to leave the strongest seedlings plenty of
space to grow (40 cm apart). Protect the
seedlings from direct sunlight. During summers,
place them indoor to keep them in the optimal
temperature range.

Celery takes about 80-100 days to mature. It is
difficult to harvest thick-stalk celery as you can
find them in supermarkets. Instead, thin but
crispy stalks can be harvested from the pot.
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HOW TO GROW KALE AT HOME
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SOWING SEEDS
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Make small furrows of about 2 cm deep with
your fingers or a stick in the soil. Sow kale seeds
2.5 cm apart in furrows. Spacing between rows
should be about 40 cm. Cover the seeds with
soil and water.
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Water when the soil surface becomes dry to the
touch. Water more on hot, sunny days. Water
until you see water draining from the bottom.

For fertilization, use liquid fertilizers available in

the market.
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DAY 7-14
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The container should have enough space for
the root and drainage holes to allow excess
water to drain. The soil should have a proper
drainage capacity. Commercial potting soils are
well suited for this purpose.
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When the seedlings are about 2 cm tall, thin out
to leave the strongest seedlings plenty of space
to grow (40 cm apart). Remove any flower
shoots to encourage the production of plenty of
healthy leaves.
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HARVESTING
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Harvest young or fully matured leaves depending on
your preferences. Harvest the outer leaves first, leaving
the newer leaves in the center so they can continue to
grow. You can also harvest the entire plant at once by
cutting at 5 cm above the base; the plant will re-sprout.
Take care not to damage the roots.

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Young kale leaves are harvested for salads.
Mature leaves can be used for soups and stews
and can also be kept in the refrigerator's
vegetable compartment for 2-3 weeks.

Commercial potting
soils are well suited for this purpose.

For fertilization, use liquid fertilizers as
specified in the label.
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When the seedlings are about 2 cm tall, trim to leave
the strongest seedlings plenty of space to grow (12
cm apart). The trimmed plants can be eaten.

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Spinach is best eaten immediately after
picking. However, leaves can be kept for later
use in the refrigerator for longer than a week.
